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Lawmakers review study
on child care costs

(Austin) -- The growing cost of
child care is taking a huge chunk out of
families’ budgets. This issue has gotten
the attention of lawmakers in Austin.

State Representative Ray Lopez
says a new study reveals some of the
challenges with child care.

“At the end of the day, all
children,  regardless of  their
background, deserve quality and
affordable childcare. This study is a

step towards that universally agreed

to upon goal,” said Lopez.

Lopez says in some parts of the
state, the cost of daycare is spiraling
out of control. He says it’s forcing
some parents to stay home.

“As a result, parents are leaving
the workforce because they can’t
afford to have their children in
childcare,” said Lopez.

Lopez says that daycare is simply
out of reach for too many low and
middle-income families across the state.
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“The Texas families are spending
upwards of 21 percent of their total
income on childcare, well outside the
amount that’s recommended,” said
Lopez.

A study by the
Policy Institute shows that only
one-in-four Texas families have
access to affordable child care.
And tens of thousands of people
are on the wait list for access to
child care subsidies.

"There are so many new people moving into the
community. We started this guidebook to serve as a
resource for newcomers and long time residents as
well. Folks may not be aware of all of the services and
opportunities that exist in this community. We want make
sure that there is a viable tool that can be used to keep
these organizations better connected to the communities
that they serve,’ said Dunn.

Dunn says they've been added to the list of non-
profit groups included in the 2024 guidebook.

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No. 6 TLU Softhall’s Gonzalez earns second

career NFGA Player of the Week honor

LOUISVILLE, KY -- Following a highly productive slate last weekend,
Texas Lutheran junior Serena Gonzalez (Corpus Christi/Foy H. Moody)
has been named the Louisville Slugger NFCA Player of the Week on
Tuesday afternoon, the National Fastpitch Coaches Association (NFCA)
announced.

The honor is the second career NFCA weekly award for the third-year
Bulldog. Gonzalez was also named the NFCA’s national player of the week
in April 2023.

During last week’s series against Schreiner, Gonzalez slashed
.833/.778/2.000 in six official plate appearances. Three of her five hits went
for extra bases - a double and two home runs - while she drove in 10 runs
and totaled 12 total bases. Her six RBI performance on Sunday is the 11th
in program history in which one player was responsible for at least six RBI in
a single-game. She also drew a walk and was hit by a pitch and did not strike
out at the dish during the series.

Gonzalez led a Texas Lutheran offense that outscored the Schreiner
Mountaineers 30-0 on the weekend.

Against Schreiner on Saturday, April 12, Gonzalez did not record an
ofhicial at-bat as she was walked and hit by pitch in game one but she did steal

a career-high two bases, matching her career total entering the series opener.
In game two, Gonzalez’s bat came alive as she finished a triple short of the
cycle after going 3-for-3 with four runs batted in (RBI) and a run scored
in Texas Lutheran’s 8-0, five-inning win over the Mountaineers. She went
2-for-3 with a home run and six RBI in the series finale. With Gonzalez’s
homer on Sunday, she joined Haley Padilla as the only two members of Texas
Lutheran’s 20 career home run club and her six RBI she brought her career
total to 113, tying Nicole Snow for fourth all-time in program history.

Gonzalez and No. 6 TLU welcomes Dallas to Ed Kruse Stadium for the
final home series of the 2025 regular season, April 17-18. The series opens
with a doubleheader at 5 & 7 PM on Thursday, April 17 with the games
being streamed on TLU+.

CMS Says Medicaid Can’t Be Used For Gender Affirming Care

(Undated) -- The Trump Administration won't allow Medicare to be used for gender-affirming care for minors. On Friday, the Center for Medicare
and Medicaid Services urged states to not use funds for gender-affirming care for anyone under 18. The restriction specifically applies for
hormone treatments or gender reassignment surgeries. Newly appointed CMS Administrator Mehmet Oz said he has “a duty to ensure medical
care is lawful, necessary, and truly in the best interests of patients.”

US Reports Highest Number Of Measles Cases Since 2019 Spike

(Undated) -- The U.S. has recorded the highest number of measles cases since 2019. On Friday, the CDC announced there are now 712
confirmed cases of measles across 24 states. That's 105 more than last week. Officials also said the number is likely an undercount due to
delays in reporting. Currently, eleven-percent of this year's measles patients have needed to be hospitalized, and the majority of those were in
children. Roughly 97-percent of the confirmed cases have been in unvaccinated people. Back in 2019, there was a spike in measles around
the country, leading to over 12-hundred reported cases.

Maternal Diabetes Increases Child’s Neurodevelopmental Disorder Risk

(Undated) -- A new study found maternal diabetes can increase a child's risk of having a neurodevelopmental disorder. Researchers discovered
a link between mothers with gestational diabetes and a heightened risk for autism, ADHD, and intellectual disabilities in their kids. The authors of
the study say more research is needed to understand why gestational diabetes increases the likelihood of these disorders.

Parkinson’s Disease May Soon Outpace Dementia
(Undated) -- A new study shows Parkinson’s disease may soon be more conceming than Alzheimer's.  Cases of Parkinson’s disease are
estimated to rise 30-percent by 2050 in North America and will double globally.  Symptoms of Parkinson’s disease mostly affect movement,
but can range from mental health effects to pain and tiredness. There is currently no cure for Parkinson’s disease and scientist are working to
determine what triggers the devastating ilness.
